Burns Rock at the Racecourse
Saturday 23rd May

Burns Rock At The Racecourse on Saturday May 23 is one of the biggest open air music 
concerts in Scotland. 

Now in its third year the event was launched in 2007 headlined by Deacon Blue and The 
Saw Doctors and last year featured rock icons Status Quo and From The Jam. This year’s 
line up has still to be finalised but will feature a leading band with an up and coming act 
already with a top selling album to their name as main support and there will be several 
other bands featuring as well.  

Coral Scottish Grand National Festival 
Friday 17th to Saturday 18th April

The two day Coral Scottish Grand National Festival is Scotland’s richest jumps meeting with 
more than £500,000 in prize money attracting the top jockeys, trainers and horses. The 
Coral Scottish Grand National is one of the most exciting spectacles in racing with up to 28 
of the country’s top long distance chasers battling it out over four miles and half a furlong 
of the famous Ayr track. For those who enjoy the social side of racing don’t miss Friday’s 
opening day of the Festival when following racing there will be a live concert by the 
legendary Irish folk rockers The Saw Doctors.

Saints and Sinners Racenight
Friday 19th June

The historic Saints and Sinners Racenight broke new ground last year when held at Ayr for 
the first time attracting almost 8000 people. This year even more are expected to enjoy 
Scotland’s biggest party night of the year featuring one of the UK’s top tribute bands. Its a 
great recipe for a super night out – excellent racing followed by fabulous entertainment.

Scottish Sun Raceday
Saturday 20th June

The Scottish Sun Raceday has fast established itself as one of the best attended meetings 
of the year with a crowd of 7000 in 2008. Scotland’s largest selling daily newspaper 
sponsored the day for the first time in 2007 and in two short years has become one of the 
most exciting days of the year at Ayr. With a top tribute band taking the stage after racing 
the fun begins with the first race at around 2:25 pm and ends some eight hours later!

The 2009 Festival promises to be bigger than ever with prize money in excess 
of £500,000. There will be 22 races over the three days and anticipated crowds will top 
25,000.  

The opening day of the meeting features the Kilkerran Cup, the Friday is also becoming 
increasingly popular as its the Ladies Day final with some incredible prizes on offer and 
the excitement reaches fever pitch on Saturday afternoon with the running of the Gold 
Cup over the six furlong straight at Ayr.

There is fabulous entertainment on all three days including Frankie’s Monster Mash, a 
top tribute band and Sistrum.
